TODAY’S GAME: The Generals open a five-game series tonight against Pensacola at the brand new Blue Wahoos Park
located on the Bay of Pensacola.

IN RARE COMPANY: The Generals are T-3rd in all of minor league baseball with 17 wins. Only the Florida State League’s
St. Lucie Mets (20-4) and Dunedin Blue Jays (18-6), Texas League’s Tulsa Drillers (18-6), Midwest League’s Lansing
Lugnuts (18-6) and PCL'’s Fresno Grizzlies (18-6) have more, The PCL's Omaha Storm Chasers (17-6) and Internatioal
League’s Gwinnett Braves (17-7)have 17 wins.

GENERALS RECAP: On Sunday, Tennessee’s Jonathan Mota belted a 2-run home run in the top of the 10th inning as
the Smokies came-from-behind to beat Jackson 5-3 on Sunday afternoon. The loss ended the Generals winning streak
at 6 games. Starter Danny Hultzen allowed 3 runs (1 ER) on 5 hits while walking 1 and striking out 4 in 4.2 innings, but
didn’t figure into the decision. He allowed all 3 runs in the 5th inning, ending his scoreless inning streak at 16.0 innings
(dating back to 4/19). It was the longest scoreless inning streak by a Generals pitcher this season. RH Carter Capps
(1.0,1,2,2,1,1,HR) allowed 2 runs in the 10th inning to record his 2nd loss of the season. CF/RF Johermyn Chavez (2x4,
R, HR, RBI, BB) added his 2nd straight multi-hit game going 2x4, while recording home runs in back-to-back games.

WHO'’S HOT?: In 5 starts this season, Danny Hultzen is 2-2 with a 2.05 ERA (6 ER, 26.1 IP). He has limited opponents
to a .149 average (14x94), which is the lowest in the Southern League, while walking 12 and striking out 30. Of his 14
hits allowed only 3 have gone for extra-bases (2 2B, 3B). After allowing 2 runs in his 2nd relief appearance on April 8,

- Bobby LaFromboise has not allowed a run in his last 11.2 innings. During this stretch he limited opponents to a .158 average
(6x38) while walking 2 and striking out 14. LaFromboise has lowered his ERA from 7.71 to 1.29 in his last 6 relief appearances.
- Joe Dunigan has hit in each of his last 5 games, batting .381 (8x21) with 6 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 home runs and 4 RBI.
- Chris Pettit has hit safely in 6 straight games, batting .348 (8x23) with 3 runs scored, 3 doubles, 1 triple and 3 RBI. LH
Brian Moran (11.2), RH Moises Hernandez (9.0) and LH Steve Garrison-DL (4.1) and have yet to allow a run this season.

IN A LEAGUE OF THEIR OWN: The Generals pitching staff has struck out a league-best 225 batters so far this season
and also lead the league with a 2.42 ERA. The next closest team to Jackson is Jacksonville at 3.39. Taijuan Walker (2nd),
Danny Hultzen (5th) and Andrew Carraway (8th) rank in the top 10 in ERA.

ORGANIZATIONAL RANKINGS: The Mariners were recently ranked by Baseball America No. 6 in their annual
organizational talent ratings...this is a drastic improvement from when the Mariners were ranked 18th prior to last season.
GENERALS BOAST FOUR TOP 100 PROSPECTS: The Generals opening day roster features four top 100 prospects, according
to MLB.com. Pitchers Danny Hultzen (16), Taijuan Walker (18) and James Paxton (77) and short stop Nick Franklin (52).

Tonight’s Start: 25-year-old right-hander Andrew Carraway makes the game
one start tonight for the Generals against the Pensacola Blue Wahoos at Blue
Wahoos Park. It's his 78th career outing, 64th career start for the fourth-year
right-hander out of Canton, GA. Carraway ranks 8th in the SL with a 2.63 ERA.

Last Outing: Carraway earned his first win since April 10th last Wednesday
in the opener against the Tennessee Smokies. He allowed one run on five hits
over five innings, striking out three and walking one. The Generals beat the
Smokies 5-1.

Carraway Retires 20 Straight in 2nd win: “| didn’'t even realize that [| had
retired 20 in a row] until | got in the dugout,” Carraway said. “l felt good tonight.

| felt like my catcher [Ralph Henriquez] and | were on the same page. We
talked about mixing pitches more after the second inning, and we were able
to do that from that point on. | have to give a lot of credit to him.” Carraway
(2-0) got off to a hot start in 2012, having yielded one run on four hits over his
first 13 innings.

All Star Season in 2011: Spent season with Jackson, appearing in 28
games, 21 starts and named Generals Most Valuable Pitcher by the Seattle
Mariners. Carraway led the team with 9 wins and led the league in WHIP
(1.08) and BB/9.0 innings (1.31), while ranking 2nd in ERA (3.66). His .237 op-
ponents average ranked 3rd overall in the league and 2nd amongst Southern
League starters.
