TODAY’S GAME: The Generals continue their series in Pensacola tonight, with game 3 of the 5 game set at Maritime Park. The series is
tied at 1-1. Jackson leads the season series against the Wahoos 7-5. Jackson is 3-4 in games played in Pensacola this season.

GENERALS RECAP: Blue Wahoos’ starter Tony Cingrani struck out a Pensacola record 15 batters en route to eight shutout innings
pitched as Jackson fell, 5-0. The Wahoos lefty faced just one above the minimum on Wednesday at Maritime Park. Cingrani tossed did
not allow a General to reach base safely until Leury Bonilla singled in the seventh with one out. The Pensacola win evened the series at
1-1. Jackson starter Forrest Snow (0-2) retired 12 in a row after a 42 pitch first inning, but still took the loss. In 4.2 innings, he allowed two
runs on three hits (all in the first inning), while striking out two and walking three. Cingrani (2-1) earned the win striking out 15 and walking
one over eight innings pitched. Cingrani allowed three hits. Stefen Romero was 0x3, and had his 6-game hitting streak come to an end.
No Generals recorded a multi-hit game.

TOPS IN THE LEAGUE: The Generals 46-31 record is the best in the Southern League. Also, Jackson ranks first in pitching, with a 3.13
ERA. Jackson is T-2nd in the league in batting, with a .262 team average. The Generals lead the league with 57 home runs and rank 2nd
in the league with 85 stolen bases.

HOT HITTING ROMERO: INF Stefen Romero has hit safely in 6 of 7 games and 5 multi-hit games with Jackson since his promotion from High Desert.
During this stretch is batting .423 (11x26) with 4 runs scored, 3 doubles, 1 triple, 1 home run and 8 RBI. Combined Romero is batting .367 this season.
WHO’S HOT?: OF Chih-Hsien Chiang has hit safely in 10 of 11 games with 6 multi-hit contests, batting .349 (16x44) with 3 runs scored,
7 doubles and 11 RBI. Chiang has a 6-game hitting streak.

-> LH Mauricio Robles has not allowed a run during 8 relief appearances during the month of June (0 ER/10.2 IP) In those 10.2 innings
Robles is holding batters this month to a .067 average (2x30)

-> INF Eric Campbell has hit safely in 7 of his last 8 games, batting .333 (10x30) with 8 runs scored, 2 home runs and 2 RBI.

-> RH Yoervis Medina has not allowed a run in his last 15.0 innings over his last 10 relief appearances (since May 25).During this stretch
he has lowered his ERA from 7.83 to 4.74, while limiting opponents to a .192 (10x52) with 6 walks and 15 strikeouts.

EOR STARTERS: In his last 3 starts, LH Steve Garrison is 2-0 with a 1.80 ERA (4 ER, 20.0 IP) while 2 and striking out 12. After recording
only 1 quality start in his first 7 starts, he has recorded one in each of his last 3 starts.

PANK TO THE FUTURE...WALKER TOO: Generals Manager Jim Pankovits was selected as a coach for the U.S. All-Star team and will
coach along side manager George Brett. RHP Taijuan Walker was selected to play for the U.S. squad in the 14th annual SiriusXM All-
Star Futures Game to be played July 8 at Kauffman Stadium in Kansas City (2 p.m. PT/ESPN2, MLB Network Radio) as part of All-Star
weekend. Walker is 4-3 with a 3.79 ERA (24 ER, 57.0 IP) in 12 starts with Jackson. He has limited opponents to a .249 (53x247) average,
while walking 23 and striking out 59 in 57.0 innings.

FIRST HALF CHAMPIONS: Jackson won their 4th first half Championship in club history with a 42-28 record and ended the half with a
7-game lead in the division. The 42 first half wins ranked 3rd all-time in franchise history during a first half.

HIGH-A MAVS WIN FIRST HALF: The Mariners High-A affiliate High Desert came from a 5-2 deficit and scored 6 runs combined in the 5th
and 6th inning to beat Rancho Cucamonga 8-5 on Monday night. The win secured the Mavericks the California League Southern Division
first half title. The Mavericks currently lead the California League with a .300 (800x2669) average. High Desert also leads the league in
runs scored (486), hits (800), doubles (172), home runs (104) and RBI (447).

CAPPING OFF GAMES: RH Carter Capps has not allowed an earned run in his last 24.1 innings in relief (18 games). This season he is
2-2 with 12 saves and a 1.22 ERA (5 ER, 37.0 IP). He has limited opponents to a .197 (27x137) average, while walking 10 and striking out
57. Capps has held opponents scoreless in 24 of 27 relief appearances this season. His 13.86 strikeouts per 9.0 innings currently ranks
2nd amongst all relievers in the Southern League.
