Fernandez has allowed just 1 ER in 18.0 IP in his first two starts in Double-A, including a 2-hit, complete game shutout
on Thursday night in Pensacola. Fernandez is 2-0, with a 0.50 ERA.

RACKING UP THE SHUTOUTS: The Generals lead the Southern League with 10 shutouts this season. The next closest is Jacksonville
with 8 shutouts posted this season.
