RECORD BREAKDOWN

TODAY’S GAME: The Generals face Chattanooga tonight in game 4 of the current 5-game series with Chattanooga. Jackson
leads the series, 2-1. With 12 games remaining in the 1st half, the Generals lead Huntsville by 2 games in the division.

GENERALS RECAP: Trailing 6-0 and being no-hit by Chattanooga after 8.0 innings, Jackson scored 4 runs on 5 hits in the 9th,
leaving the go-ahead run at the plate. Jackson fell to the Lookouts 6-4 at AT&T Field, ending a 4-game winning streak on Monday night.
Chattanooga pitchers Chris Reed, Gayson Aguasviva and Blake Johnson combined to no-hit the Generals through 8.0 innings. In the
9th, 3B Francisco Martinez (1x4, R) singled against Stephen Ames to break up the no hitter. CF Denny Almonte (1x4, R) followed
with a 1 out single and then DH Kalian Sams (1x4, R, RBI) plated Martinez with a single making the score 6-1. RH Chih-Hsien
Chiang (1x4, R, RBI) brought in Almonte with a single and then LF Chris Pettit (1x2, 2B, 2 RBI, 2 BB) delivered a 2-run double to bring
the score to 6-4. After pinch hitter Joe Dunigan walked Lookouts reliever Logan Bawcom induced a pop up from PH Eric Campbell to
end the game. Starter Steve Garrison (4.1,12,6,6,2,2) allowed 6 runs on 12 hits over 4.1 innings, taking the loss. LH Mauricio Robles
(2.2,0,0,0,3,3) and RH Moises Hernandez (1.0,1,0,0,0,0) combined to blank Chattanooga over the final 3 2/3 innings.

FRANKLIN. HULTZEN TAKE LEAGUE HONORS: The Southern League announced today that Generals’ starting pitcher Danny
Hultzen was named the league’s Pitcher of the Week and Nick Franklin was named Hitter of the Week. Hultzen, 22, made
two starts this week, going 2-0, with a 0.00 ERA in 11 2/3 innings. In those starts he allowed just 7 hits along with 5 walks and
12 strikeouts. Franklin, 21, this week batted .407 (11x27), with 2 doubles, 2 triples, 2 home runs, 6 RBI, 5 runs and 3 walks. His
on-base percentage this week was .467 and slugging percentage, .852.

TOPS IN THE LEAGUE: The Generals have the best record in the Southern League, 35-23 and boast the best ERA in the league
at 2.96. The next closest is Mississippi with a 3.61 team ERA.

10-DAY ROAD TRIP: The continue their longest road trip of the season, visiting Chattanooga and Jacksonville for 5 games in
each city. The Generals are 15-13 away from Pringles Park this season.

WHO’S HOT?: 3B Francisco Maritinez has hit safely 9 of his last 10 games, batting .325 (13x40) with 7 runs scored, 5 doubles and 3 RBI.
-> C Jesus Sucre is batting .414 (12x29) with 4 runs scored, 1 double and 3 RBI in his last 8 games. He has also hit safely in 8
of his last 11 games with 6 multi-hit games. During this stretch he is batting .415 (17x41) with 4 runs scored, 1 double and 5 RBI.
-> INF Nick Franklin has hit safely 13 of his last 17 games, batting .375 (24x64) with 8 runs scored, 6 doubles, 4 triples, 2 home runs and 11 RBI.
-> OF Denny Almonte is batting .400 (12x30) with 6 runs scored, 3 doubles, 1 home run and 5 RBI in last 7 games.

He has not allowed a hit
to the last 21 batters faced (1 BB, 7 K).

PRYOR MAKES MLB DEBUT: The first 2012 Jackson General to make a major league debut was Stephen Pryor. The right-
hander struck out Paul Konerko of the White Sox with a 100 MPH fastball with two outs and 2 runners on base. In 2 1/3 innings
Saturday and Sunday, Pryor allowed one run and struck out four White Sox batters.

THE FLAME THROWER: RH Carter Capps has not allowed a run in his last 14.2 innings in relief (10 games). This season he
is 2-2 with 5 saves and a 1.65 ERA (5 ER, 27.1 IP). He has limited opponents to a .206 (21x102) average, while walking 6 and
striking out 39. Capps has held opponents scoreless in 16 of 19 relief appearances this season. His 12.84 strikeouts per 9.0
innings currently ranks 3rd amongst relievers in the Southern League.
