The Generals trail
Chattanooga by a 1/2 game in the SL North second half standings. Jackson is 9-10 against the Biscuits this season and 5-6 at Riverwalk Stadium
this season. Of the final final 23 games, Jackson plays 11 at home and 12 on the road.

GENERALS RECAP: 2B Stefen Romero and RF Johermyn Chavez each homered as Jackson defeated Montgomery 4-2 on Friday night. Chavez
(1x4, R, HR, 2 RBI) put Jackson up 2-0 in the top of the 2nd inning with his 5th home run of the season. The 2-run shot was his first since July 5th.
Jackson logged their 96th homer of the season in the 5th on a solo shot from Romero (1x5, R, HR, RBI) that made it 4-1 Generals. It was Romero’s
9th Double-A homer and 20th overall this season. SS Brad Miller (2x5, R), 1B Rich Poythress (2x4, 2B, RBI) and C Jesus Sucre (2x4 R) each
recorded 2 of the Generals 10 hits. Starter Brandon Maurer (3.2,3,1,1,4,3) left with a no decision, allowing 1 run on 3 hits in 3.2 innings. The Generals
used relievers Jose Jimenez (1.1,2,1,1,0,3,HR), Jandy Sena (2.0,0,0,0,0,1), Logan Bawcom (1.2,2,0,0,2,4) and Yoervis Medina (0.1,0,0,0,0,0).
Jimenez recorded his first win with Jackson this season, despite allowing a solo home run in the 5th inning, while Medina recorded the final out of
the game for his 4th save.

FOR STARTERS: LH Steve Garrison makes his first Jackson start since June 26 at Pensacola. Garrison was promoted to Tacoma after 10 Jackson
starts on July 1st. (5-3, 3.95). Garrison returned to Jackson on August 7th. With Tacoma, 1-4, 5.86 ERA in 7 starts.

OF NOTE: INF Rich Poythress has reached base safely in his last 14 games, batting .364 (16x44) with 8 runs scored, 2 doubles, 2 home runs, 6
RBI and 15 walks.

-> Former General pitcher Carter Capps made MLB debut last Friday, tossing 0.1 inning against the Yankees at Yankee Stadium. He’s the 2nd player
from 2011 draft to debut. Capps, 22, joins RHP Trevor Bauer (AZ) as only two from last year’s draft to have appeared in Majors.

BEST IN THE SOUTHERN LEAGUE: The Generals lead the league in ERA (3.26). The Generals position players also lead the league in total bases
(1574), slugging percentage (.404) and home runs (96).

RECORD SETTING PACE: The Generals 68 wins is the fastest to that mark since 2005. The Generals are 2 games off the pace off of the 2005
Diamond Jaxx that won 83 games and 5 off the pace of the 1999 Diamond Jaxx that won a record 84 games. Last season the Generals won just 68
games and the most won since becoming at Mariners affiliate in 2006 was 75 that season.

#VIVALAROMERO: INF Stefen Romero has hit safely 32 of 39 games (w/AB) with 18 multi-hit games with Jackson since his promotion, batting .338

(6), INF Brad Miller (11), P Carter Capps (16), P Forrest Snow (19), P Brandon Maurer (21), OF Chih-Hsien Chiang (24), P Mauricio Robles
(26), OF Johermyn Chavez (28), INF Rich Poythress (29).

FIRST HALF CHAMPIONS: Jackson won their 4th first half Championship in club history with a 42-28 record and ended the half with a 7-game lead
in the division. The 42 first half wins ranked 3rd all-time in franchise history during a first half.
