TODAY’S GAME: With Jackson leading the SL North Division Series 2-1, today is game four of the series. A Generals win today would clinch a spot in the SL Championship
Series against the winner of Mobile/Montgomery. Mobile leads the South series 2-1. Jackson finished the regular season 9-6 against the Lookouts and 6-4 at AT&T Field.
GENERALS RECAP: In one of the best pitched games of 2012 season, Chattanooga shutout Jackson 1-0 to force a game four of the North Division Series. Generals’
starter Taijuan took a hard luck loss allowing just one run in 7.1 innings pitched. Chattanooga’s Chris Reed, Onelki Garcia, Jose Dominguez and Steve Ames combined
for the three-hit shutout.
